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New Changes to Irish Working Holiday Visa

Australians aged 18-30 interested in spending a year living and working in Ireland will welcome new changes
to the Irish Working Holiday Authorisation.

Under new rules Australians will be able to work for up to six months with each employer rather than the
three month limit that was imposed under the old visa.

These recent changes will allow the visa holder 12 months from the date of issue to enter Ireland and
activate their visa, which will then be valid for the following 12 month period. This new level of flexibility offers
visa holders’ the option of travelling prior to their arrival into Ireland, and allows them to plan further ahead,;
removing the last minute rush to have a visa issued that many travellers experience.

International Exchange Programs (IEP) is a non-profit organisation that operates Work Ireland, a program
offering young Australians assistance in obtaining their Irish visa and finding work and a place to live. Work
Ireland Program Coordinator Lisa Alexander says she is happy with the new regulations and believes the
flexibility of the visa will make the transition to Ireland easier.

“By allowing Australians to work for up to six months with each employer, the chances of securing a job are
greatly increased. Businesses will be more inclined to hire an Aussie if they don't have to leave the job after
three months as the old regulations stipulated,” Lisa said, “This is definitely good news.”
